From New Hope : Rt. 202 south to Rt. 413 turn right
(north). Go 6 miles to Pt. Pleasant Pike . Continue
past Point Pleasant Pike for an additional 0.9 miles
and turn right on Bradshaw Rd. The farm is the third
driveway on the right.

From Newtown Pa : Rt. 532 to Rt. 413 north. Go 13

miles to Pt. Pleasant Pike. Continue past Point Pleasant Pike for an addi-
tional 0.9 miles and turn right on

Bradshaw Rd. The farm is the third driveway on the

Right.

From Doylestown: Rt. 611 north to Silo Hill Rd. turn
right, to Point Pleasant Pike turn left (toward the
river). At the intersection of Pt. Pleasant Pike and Rt.
413, in the town of Gardenville, turn left (north) on
Rt. 413. Go 0.9 miles and turn right on Bradshaw Rd.
The farm is the third driveway on the right.

From Exit 343 of the Pa.Turnpike : Rt. 611 north for
approximately 20 minutes you will pass Doylestown.

Continue to Silo Hill Rd. turn right, to Point Pleasant

Pike turn left (toward the river). At the intersection of

Pt. Pleasant Pike and Rt. 413, in the town of Gardenville, turn left
(north) on Rt. 413. Go 0.9 miles and turn

right on Bradshaw Rd. The farm is the third driveway

on the right.
